THE COUNTRY'S INSURANCE
regulator, Insurance Regula-
toryand Development Author-
ity of India (Irdai), has permit-
ted general insurance
companies to introduce tech-
enabled concepts for motor
own damage (OD) cover, in or-
der to offer customers usage-
based insurance covers as add-
ons to the basic policies of
motor OD insurance.

Issuing a circular on
Wednesday, the regulator said
the concept of motorinsurance
is constantly evolving and as a
step towards facilitating tech-
nology-enabled covers, it is al-
lowing the general insurers to
bring in sophisticated add-ons,
such as ‘Pay as You Drive’ and
‘Pay How You Drive’, to the mo-
tor own damage policy.The reg-
ulator has also allowed the in-
surers to introduce a floater
policy for vehicles belonging to
the same individual owner for
two-wheelers and private cars.
This circular will come into ef-
fectimmediately.

“Introduction of the above
options will aid in giving the
much needed fillip to motor
OD insurance in the country
and increase its penetration,”’Ir-
dai said inarelease.

According to general insur-
ance industry insiders, intro-
duction of add-on covers like
‘Pay as You Drive’and ‘Pay How
You Drive’ will nudge cus-
tomers towards a utility-based
‘Pay as You Use’model, lending
to greater flexibilityand conve-
nience in customer choice.
Moreover, the usage-based cov-
ers as an add-on to an OD pol-
icy will give additional protec-
tion for customers who have a
lower frequency of vehicle us-

age.
“Thisisavery positive devel-
opment.Theadd-onsto theba-
sic policies of Motor OD will al-
low a purely asset-based rating
mechanism to a mechanism,
which encourages better dri-
ving behaviour and optimum
usage. Policy premiums would
certainly reduce for customers
who drive better and use cars
less,” Sanjay Datta, chief - un-
derwriting, claimsand reinsur-
ance, ICICI Lombard General
Insurance, told FE.

Datta said introduction of
the floater policy for vehicles
will allow customers to bring
several vehicles together under
asingle policy.“Gathering data
for introducing such add-ons
would not be a problem for in-
surers. There will be a lot of
partnerships among different
stakeholders. Nowadays there
are a lot of apps which can be
utilised by the insurance
companies. So, technologies
are there to implement some
of these things now,” he
pointed out, adding ICICI
Lombard will “definitely” be
looking into bringing in such
add-ons to the basic policies
